disease completely eradicated from the earth T Small Pox. This was done

in 1977 after a worldwide effort. If you are over 35, you probably have a
small patch on your upper arm where you were vaccinated for small pox.
Today we are on the brink of deleting another disease which has infected
millions around the world i POLIO.

When | was a child (I was born in 1940) and my mother was an RN, | was
restricted from going to the pool, from playgrounds, and from church
camp, because of her fear of polio. The year we moved to California
(1952), more than 550,000 children and others were infected with this

vicious virus. And this virus is actually three different viruses i Types 1,
2 and 3.
Rotarybds effort began in the Philippine

decided he would try to inoculate all the children of this vast country. He
received a Matching Grant for purchase of the vaccine and thus began
Rotaryds effort.

In 1985, the decision was made to take on this dread disease and
Rotarians were asked to donate $120 million dollars to fund the effort.

The fact is that Rotarians donated $243 million and have continued to
donate ever since. The latest figures | have seen show that we are nearly

to $700 million dollars in donations just from Rotarians.

Many, many others have joined us T UNICEF, World Health Organization
(WHO), and the United States Center for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) to name a few.

Today we can be proud that one type of polio has been eliminated and
another is about to go on this list. Only one type remains a wild virus and

it is in four countries T Nigeria, India, Pakistan, and Afghanistan.
Gigantic efforts 7 YES -gigantic efforts have been made to immunize ALL
the children of the worl d. NI Dés ( Nati

held around the world especially in Africa, the Middle East, Southern Asia,

and other areas. These NIDbéds bring tog:

or two day effort to immunize vast numbers. To my mind, India has been
the leader here with their huge population and their all out efforts to kick
Polio out of their country.

To my mind it is tragic that polio remains in the conflicted areas of India,
Pakistan and Afghanistan. Have not these people suffered enough?

Does more still need to be done? ABSOLUTELY! We still need vaccine,
we still need to monitor the areas where polio still exists, and we still
need the labs to track down each and every case in order to find the
source and delete it.

The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation has issued us a challenge with their
$100,000,000 US gift to assist us and others in the final race to the finish.
Each Rotary Club around the world has been asked to donate $1,000 US
for three years to meet this challenge. Rotary eClub One can meet this
goal as well as lead other eClubs and other terra Clubs to join in.
